BIBLE BACKGROUND FOR ISAIAH 11:1-10
Why are the ancestors of Joseph (Mary's Husband) in the gospels of
Matthew and Luke? In this text it is told that a future "king" will come
and bring peace to the world like never seen before. This text is written
after the last monarch from the line that started with David, has died
while in exile. The "shoot from the stump of Jesse” (David's father) refers
to the dynasty being destroyed, like a chopped down tree. The good news
is that from that stump new growth will appear, a king who can trace his
lineage to Jesse. When we as Christians look back at this we see that Jesus
fits the description of the king foretold, although the initial hearers of this
text were expecting a traditional king of Israel to be restored. That is why
the genealogy of Joseph is important.
